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Fukushima Trilogy
DULL-COLORED POP

Six hours in total, Fukushima Trilogy was written through 30-month research and directed using different styles of
the Japanese independent theatre since the 1960s by Kenichi Tani, playwright/director born in Fukushima whose
father was an engineer working at the nuclear plant. Having drawn more than 10,000 audience in lwaki, Tokyo and
Osaka, the trilogy won the Kishida Kunio Drama Award in 2020. In the 10th anniversary of the Great East Japan
Earthquake and accident of the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant, TPAM revisits the epic work with a large
cast and live stream it for international audience with English subtitles.

Part One “1961: Midnight Sunrise”

In 1961, Takashi Hozumi, a university student in Tokyo, is on the way home, to Futaba town in Fukushima
prefecture, to tell his family and fellows that he will never come back to the town again. On the train for the north, he
meets a mysterious “teacher.” He sympathizes with the teacher’s assertion that Japan will just get better and better,
but none of his family understands his will to contribute to the progress. Meanwhile, before the family knew it, a
drastic change was approaching the town... The first part of the trilogy that depicts several days in Futaba during
which the residents came to the decision to invite the nuclear plant to the town.

Part Two “1986: Mobius Strip”

In 1985, it has been fifteen years since the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant started its operation in Futaba
town. One evening, two men visit Tadashi Hozumi, a younger brother of Takashi, who has lost his seat in the
assembly because he led an anti-nuclear plant movement, to persuade him to come back and run for mayor, but
this time to support the nuclear plant. Meanwhile, an unprecedented nuclear accident was going to occur next year
in Chernobyl... The second part of the trilogy that reveals the ambivalence and distorted desires in a municipality
dependent on a nuclear plant, based on research into the life of Mr. Tadao lwamoto, the real mayor of the town at
that time.

Part Three “2011: The Words Want To Be Spoken”

On the 11th of March, 2011, an earthquake hits the whole Tohoku region causing enormous Tsunamis and driving
the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant into a meltdown. At the end of the year, Makoto Hozumi, a younger
brother of Takashi and Tadashi, directing a special report program at the local TV station, experiences conflicts
among the crews on what to do with different “truths” that exist as many as the number of victims. He finally makes
one momentous decision... The third part of the trilogy that weaves a number of “words that want to be spoken”
collected through the 30-month research together to questions the “truth” of the earthquake disaster.
